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Abstrakt

Sympozium predklada vysledky studie prostiedi ZS s programem Zaéit spolu
(ZaS) realizované prostfednictvim smiSeného vyzkumného designu. Vysledky
ukazuji intenzivni rozvoj zakt v metakognitivnich schopnostech a dale zlep-
Seni v oblasti socioemo¢nich kompetenci, motivace a tvofivosti. Pozorovanym
zjisténim je vyznam spoluprice na rznych drovnich a v ramci riznych profesi.
Kooperace je konstituovana na mezinarodni i narodni Grovni. V obou drovnich
hraje vyznamnou roli spoluprace mezi raznymi profesnimi skupinami, stejné
jako kolegialni pfenos zkusenosti uéiteltt napfi¢ skolami. Diraz na vzajemnou
spolupraci se systematicky propisuje také do vyuky zakt. Takova spoluprace
umoznuje efektivné zkouset rizné pristupy k vyuce, inovovat je, vyhodnoco-
vat jejich dopady a tato zjisténi opét sdilet s dalsimi jednotlivci i institucemi.
Vsudypritomné konstruktivistické pristupy k vyuce se mohly rychle rozvinout
pravé diky popsanému systému spoluprace.
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Abstract
This symposium presents the results of a study of elementary school envi-
ronment using the Start Together program conducted through a mixed research
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design. The results show an intensive development of students’ metacognitive
skills and further improvements in social-emotional competence, motivation
and creativity. One of the observed findings is the importance of collaboration
at different levels and within different professions. Cooperation is constituted
at international and national level. At both levels, collaboration between differ-
ent professional groups plays an important role, as does the collegial transfer
of teachers’ experiences across schools. The emphasis on mutual cooperation
is also systematically reflected in teaching. Such collaboration enables different
approaches to teaching to be effectively tested, innovated, their impact evaluated
and their findings shared with other individuals and institutions. The ubiquitous
constructivist approaches to teaching have been able to develop rapidly because
of the collaborative system described above.
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
