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Abstrakt

Pfestoze jsou inkluzivni praktiky vyucujicich povazovany za kli¢ovou dimen-
zi inkluzivniho vzdélavani, neni jim na rozdil napf. od postoji vénovano dost
vyzkumné pozornosti. Cilem tohoto sympozia je predstavit jadrové praktiky
a strategie vyucujicich zaméfenych na adresovani riznych charakteristik zaka
a jejich individualnich vzdélavacich potfeb v heterogennich tfidach hlavniho
proudu. DilezZitou soucasti je rovnéz predstaveni zakovskych perspektiv na
potencial i vyzvy pfi implementaci inkluzivnich praktik jejich vyucujicimi.
Poznatky vychazi jak z rozsahlého etnografického datového korpusu (218 po-
zorovanych hodin, 51 rozhovort s zaky, 96 rozhovort s vyucujicimi a 2 s asis-
tenty pedagoga) sbiraného ve dvou zakladnich $kolach s vy$si mirou inkluzivity
(6 vyucujicich, 2 asistenti pedagoga, 42 7zak), tak ze ¢tyf vin méfeni u 556 zakt
v 6. az 8. tfidach zakladnich skol, ktefi vyplnili dotazniky na vnimanou miru
diferenciace a personalizace ve vyuce svych vyucujicich.
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Abstract

The study focuses on a selected inclusive strategy — peer learning (PL). The
aim was to determine how teachers involve students in PL and what students’
experiences with this strategy are. Data were obtained through observations,
interviews with students and teachers, group interviews. The results show that
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teachers succeed in engaging students with diverse needs in PL. However, while
PL is commonly used in the schools studied, finding the optimal level of use that
suits both teachers and students remains a challenge. While teachers view PL
as a key element of education, some students feel overwhelmed by it. This sug-
gests that teachers often emphasize the technical aspects of collaboration, such
as rules and skills, which can sometimes be at the expense of learners’ needs.
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
