Mikiharju a Smeds-Nylund (2023) popsali vicetroviiovy modelu leadershipu
ve finském vzdélavacim systému, ve kterém klicovou roli vsech aktéri hraje au-
tonomie. Ta se projevuje tzv. ,prostorem pro vlastni jednani“ (room to maneuver).
V ramci tohoto sympozia predstavime tfi zdanlivé nesouvisejici jednotlivosti
finského vzdélavani. Bude to rizikova hra, ke které ve skolnim prostiedi dochazi,
dale nakladani s diagnézou u zakt s SVP a nakonec partnersky model spolupra-
ce mezi uciteli a asistenty pedagoga. Kazdy z téchto prvki je vSak doprovazen
pravé vysokou urovni autonomie jednotlivych aktért, vsichni dostavaji dosta-
teCny room to maneuver, v ramci néjz spontanné zohlednuji potfeby ostatnich.
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Abstract

Maikiharju and Smeds-Nylund (2023) described a multilevel model of leadership
in the Finnish education system in which autonomy plays a key role for all actors.
This is manifested by the so-called ‘room to maneuver’. In this symposium, we
will present three seemingly unrelated individual aspects of Finnish education. It
will be the risky play that occurs in a school environment, followed by handling
the diagnosis in pupils with SEN and, finally, the partnership model of coopera-
tion between teachers and teaching assistants. Each of these elements, however,
is accompanied precisely by a high level of autonomy of the individual actors,
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all being given sufficient room to maneuver within which they spontaneously
take into account the needs of the others.
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
