Motivy k volbé studia uéitelstvi véera a dnes
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Abstrakt. Prispévek seznamuje s vjzkumem postojﬁ-studentﬁ ucitelstvi k uditelské
profesi na zikladé sledovani jejich motivace a vlivii p¥ volbé studia uditelstvi.
Dotaznikové Setfeni k tomuto tématu plobehlo na Pedagogické fakulté MU v Brné na
jaie 2006. Jednim z cfl vyzkumu bylo srovnani pOStOJu dnesnich studentii a student,
kteli se o studium ucitelstvi zajimali pied vice neZ tiiceti lety. Za tim téelem byl pii
tvorbé dotazniku Casteéné vyuZit materidl z vyzkumu, ktery probéhl mezi uchazedi



o studium uditelstvi v roce 1973 (vedouc! tymu M. Klimova). Srovnéni vysledkd obou
vyzkumt nAm muZe dat, mimo jiné, odpovéd na otazku, zda postoje budoucich uéitelit
k profesi zlistavaji stejné, i kdyZ se uéiteli stavaji v jingch spolecenskych podminkach.
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Abstract. The paper reports on a survey of future teachers’ attitudes to the teaching
profession based on the observation of their motivation and influences when deciding
to study for teachers. The survey was carried out at the Faculty of Education, Masaryk
University in Brno in the spring of 2006. One of the aims of the survey was to compare
the attitudes of present-day students with the attitudes of those, who studied to
become teachers more than thirty years ago. Data from a survey carried out among
prospective teachers in 1973 (M. Klimova et al) were used. Comparing the results of
these two surveys may answer the question whether the attitudes towards the teaching
profession remain the same, even though the social conditions have changed
considerably.
