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Cilem posterové prezentace je predstavit strategie déti predskolniho véku
pro vybér hracek a hru s nimi v prostiedi matei'ské skoly. Na zakladé soucas-
nych teorii hry ditéte predskolniho véku bylo zamérem vyzkumu ovérit sadu
originalnich didaktickych hracek na pozorované hte déti predskolniho véku.
Hracky byly navrzeny a vyrobeny studentkami ucitelstvi pro mateiské Skoly
s cilem prokazat dovednost propojit poznatky z teorie hry ditéte a absolvované
praktické pripravy ve fakultnich materskych skolach.

Vyzkumy (Parker-Rees & Leeson 2015; Droppova, 2015; Wiegerova, 2015)
ukazuji, Ze ucitelé v praxi ¢asto nevidi propojeni mezi teoriemi a praxi v re-
alnych podminkach Skoly. Dité predskolniho véku potiebuje podporu ucitele,
ktery bude citlivym priivodcem rozvoje ditéte v socialni, kognitivni i motorické
oblasti. Podpora didaktického mysleni ucitelti je vnimana jako dtlezita oblast,
zejména ve vztahu uvédomeéni si ditéte jako aktivniho participanta ve hre.

Vyzkum probihal ve ¢tyfech mateiskych skolach, kde metodou participac-
niho pozorovanibylo sledovano celkem 77 déti ve véku od 2-6 let, rozdélenych
do heterogennich i homogennich skupin. Ziskana data ve formé videozaznamu
a terénnich poznamek byla po transkripci podrobena kvalitativni analyze.

Vysledky se zaméiuji na dvé pozorované oblasti. Prvni oblasti je samotna
volba hracky ditétem. Ukazuje se, Ze déti z danych materskych skol ovlivnény
jejich ucitelkami, které jim obvykle urcuji, k cemu hracka slouzi, nebo jaky
ukol maji splnit. Vysledky dale poukazuji na moznou podminénost zajmu ditéte
o hracku. Druhou oblasti zjiSténi jsou strategie ditéte p¥i hi'e charakterizované
predevsim modifikacemi, které vznikaji pravé v okamziku, kdy ma dité moznost
samostatneé objevovat varianty hry s hrackami.

Abstract: The aim of this presentation is to identify preschool children’s stra-

tegies in choice and play with different didactic toys. Based on current theories
of play of preschool children, the purpose was to verify a set of original didactic
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toys for preschool children. The toys were designed and made by students
of the preschool student teachers training. They have tried to demonstrate
their ability to link knowledge about child’s play theory and practical training
in faculty preschool. The research (Parker-Rees & Leeson 2015; Dropp, 2015;
Wiegerova, 2015) shows that teachers often do not see the links between
theories and practice in the real school conditions. Preschool children need
support from a teacher who would be a sensible guide to child development
in the social, cognitive and motoric spheres. The support of didactic thinking
of teachers is perceived as an important area, especially in relation to the
awareness of the child as an active participant in the game.

The research was based on participatory observation of children during the
play in four preschool with the set of didactic toys (77 children age 2 to 6 years).
The data obtained in the form of video recordings and field notes was then
transcribed and analysed using qualitative methods.

The results are focused on the two observed areas. The first area is the
choice of a toy by a child. The results show that participating children in pre-
school are influenced by their teachers, who usually determine the use of a toy
or what task they have to accomplish. The results further point to the possible
conditionality of child’s interest in a toy. The second area of findings describe
children’s strategies in play with toys, characterized in particular by modifica-
tions thatarise just when a child has the opportunity to independently explore
the variations of play with the toys.
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
